to be compulsory.”   

Entries:  Each school may enter a maximum of 4 entries in each event.   Entries will be handled on a first-come, 
first served basis. Registration will occur online at www.speechmeets.com. Registration will close on October 
17, but may close sooner based on entries received.  

Judges:  Each school is expected to provide 1 judge for each 4 events entries and 1 judge for each 2 debate 
entries.  Please contact the host if you cannot provide judges. 

Entry Fees:  Fees are $6.00 per student, based on pre-registration numbers as of Monday, October 16.  Please 
make checks payable to Woodrow Wilson Academy.
